e college degree (Associate's or higher)

e two references & a cleared background check required

e 8 hrs. per week minimum for 16 weeks; this includes some time for session planning &
team meetings (preference given to candidates willing & able to work 2-3
sessions/days a week)

e ability to work in an all-outdoor environment in ALL conditions & seasons

o ability to lift 50+Ibs (weight of a young child) & a good level of health/fitness required

e Wilderness First Aid training a plus

e experience working with young children strongly desired

e experience working in nature a plus

o ability to self-reflect & work within a collaborative team is required

¢ ability to attend occasional trainings is required

¢ desire to collaboratively work in a creative, welcoming, growing program a plus
